
By Using Express way 
Approx. time: 1 hour (w/o traffic) 
Take Sanyo to the north to Hiroshima Higashi I.C. (Please 

be careful not to confuse with Hiroshima I.C.) 
Hiroshima Higashi I.C. is one I.C after Hiroshima I.C. 
Once you pay the toll (1950 yen/ one way), turn left. 
Proceed to Aki Fuchu (安芸府中) road. To get on this 
road you have to pay 250 yen BEFORE you get on this 
road. Once this road ends, you will be on Route 70. Keep 
go straight. You will be able to see Diamond City on 
your left side. 

From Route 2 
Exit the main gate and go to 4 corners. Take a right at 4 

corners onto Rt. 188. Follow Rt. 188, through downtown 
Iwakuni, past the local train station. At the next light 
turn right onto Rt.2 (major route). Follow Rt.2, you will 
pass through Otake and Miyajima. You will come upon 
the outskirts of Hiroshima. It takes approximately 30 
minutes from Miyajima. Turn left at the Hiroshima 
pref. Office and Hiroshima castle (There is a sign and 
you see the brown office on your left) . This road will 
take you to Hiroshima Castle. Once you hit Hiroshima 
Castle, turn right. After you cross over two bridge, you 
will go under the train trestles. If you go under train 
trestle, turn to the right on the next street (Futaba 
Ave.) If you keep going straight, You will be able to see 
the sign for Kirin Beer Park.



By train 
Approx time: 1 hr 
Go to Iwakuni train station and purchase the ticket to 

Tenjingawa ( 天神川) train station.  The ticket costs  740 
yen (one way). If you purchased the round trip ticket 
(1480 yen)，make sure to keep all your tickets on hand. At 
the booth, show your ticket to the conductor, he will 
stamp one of your tickets. Take the train to Hiroshima 
train station. If you are on Limited Express train， make 
sure you get off at Hiroshima train station. (Limited 
Express Do NOT stop at Tenjingawa train station).  Once 
you get off the train at Hiroshima train station. Wait for 
the next train. Usually local train (the train stops every 
stop) comes right after the limited express. Tenjingawa 
train station is one stop after Hiroshima train station. If 
you are on the train which stops every train station, you 
can stay on the train until Tenjingawa train station comes. 
Once you get out the train station, go to left. After you 
cross the cross walk, you will see Diamond City. 

Useful phrase

Does this train stop at Tenjingawa train station?
